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PRINCIPAL'S MESSAGE:

Dear Parents,

2022 has been an exciting year. Although some Covid Safe Management Measures (SMMs) continued to be enforced when the
year began, and traces of apprehension and uncertainty still lingered all around, CPAS School life started to return to its former
vibrancy as the SMMs gradually relaxed, and more students returned to school. Many school activities such as class learning
journeys, class outings, community mobility trainings and work attachments with industry partners increasingly resumed.

Annual school events such as National Education (NE) events, School camp, Children’s Day celebrations and Graduation were
planned and conducted physically. Students could mingle with their schoolmates when they meet in the assembly area or hall
every day for the daily assemblies. It was a great joy watching students interacting with their teachers and peers from other classes.
CPAS School has come back alive again!

Two significant milestones define CPAS School in 2022: Online communication portal — Littlelives, and CPAS School 2 in the west.

On 27 January 2022, CPAS School launched the online communication portal - Littlelives, for all parents. Its main objective was to
create a safe platform for staff and parents to communicate, share information such as photographs and videos of students’
participation in activities as well as their progress in school. Though the initial sign up was slow due to unfamiliarity and
apprehension, parents gradually embraced the idea and majority of parents are now onboard with Littlelives. We are thankful that
parents have become receptive to this new initiative because Littlelives will remain the primary mode of communication between
school and family for the future.

CPAS School has entered a new phase of growth. In the past few years, school enrolment has been growing steadily and since
2017, have exceeded the maximum school capacity of 240 students. Though CPAS School was operating at maximum capacity,
new applications continued to be admitted because every child deserved to receive an education and be given an opportunity to
attend school to learn with their peers.

In March 2022, Ministry of Education (MOE) announced the set-up of a second CPAS School in the west. Though the actual site of
CPAS School 2 had not been established, from June 2023, the new school would be situated at the holding site at Jurong West
Street 52. Students transferred to CPAS School 2 with the new admissions would be studying at CPAS School 1 for the first semester
in 2023 before the move in June.

Although the starting student population at the new school was small, the same curriculums for the High Support Programme and
Functional programme implemented in CPAS School 1 would be adopted in CPAS School 2. The service model delivery through the
Transdisciplinary Approach would continue as well.

2022 has been a fulfilling year and as it comes to a close, it is timely to pause for a moment to express our heartfelt thanks and
gratitude to CPAS School staff who go above and beyond the call of duty to support and guide our students; to parents and
caregivers who collaborate tirelessly with our staff to bring out the potential in your child; and to the partners of CPAS School, let
us celebrate our collaboration and collective dedicated passion, and bring it to new levels of high to benefit our students.

To one and all, have a fun-filled year-end holiday and stay safe! See you in 2023!

When the five of us (AJ, Farah, Esther, Shameera and Hafidah) were nominated to attend the Diploma in Special
Education (DISE) course in NIE (National Institute of Education) for the year 2022, we felt excited and glad. The course
duration was a full year in a newly curated “Enhanced” DISE curriculum and we were ready to embark on this new
journey together. The course provided us with a lot of new knowledge and nuggets of wisdom that we have each
summarized below!

It had been a valuable experience being able to listen to some of the challenges other SPED teachers faced.

During class discussions, | realised that | could relate with some of the sharing and could learn some of the

strategies shared. There were two modules which | specifically enjoyed, namely an elective module The Arts,

and Introduction to SPED. The Arts module was interesting, and it challenged me to do things that were beyond my

comfort zone, such as to act, sing and dance. As for the module, Introduction to SPED, it allowed me to reflect and

understand deeply on the reasons for choosing this career path as a SPED Teacher. Motivated and eager to go, | hope
to continue to be a teacher who would inspire many students in the future!

DISE had been a wonderful learning opportunity. Meeting other special education teachers and learning
about their school curriculum and classroom management had provided us with new ideas to implement in
our classroom. The most memorable guest speakers were parents from other special schools; hearing about
their experiences inspired us to work more collaboratively with the Trans-D team to achieve the same goal.

Taking DISE was an invigorating opportunity to learn so much more about the SPED community. It got me

thinking about how important of a role we teachers play in a student’s life. Meeting other SPED teachers

from other schools and sharing strategies and practises was insightful and it allowed me to meet many like-

minded individuals. Lastly, the main takeaway for me from this course was learning that growing as a teacher will be
an ever-changing process that will require continuous learning and reflecting.
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All of us were students once, and when asked to share about teachers who had taught us, frequently we

would name those who were funny, those who were slightly too strict, those who had helped us to improve

or even those who treated us to pizzas at the end of the school term. Occasionally some teachers may spark

an interest or inspire us to walk a different path. Yet, at DISE, we have learnt that teaching is much more complex than
what we had thought. Through lectures, discussions, and assignments, we reflected on our personal beliefs about
special needs and learnt about the person-centred planning process. We unpacked the psychology behind learning and

pedagogical tools available to support diverse needs in a SPED classroom. While it had been a busy year, it was
nonetheless fruitful and an experience for which | am grateful.

As a student at NIE this year, | underwent DISE, which was both eye-opening and insightful. For me, listening

to the lecturers and gaining a deeper understanding of how we could help our students had been a valuable
opportunity. My colleagues from other SPED schools in Singapore also had the chance to share the best
practices from their schools with me. Although the full-year course had numerous assignments and deadlines to meet,

our peers and lecturers were always willing to assist and listen to us, it had been a meaningful time well spent learning
from one another.

In conclusion, as we all look forward to graduating from NIE as trained SPED teachers, we would like to express our
thanks to CPASS, for providing this opportunity to achieve new milestones as SPED teachers!
